
Evacuation Routes and Information 
Emergency Evacuation Plan (McGuire Nuclear Station)

If there is an emergency at McGuire Nuclear Station the alarm would ring which 
signals us to immediately turn the radio on to wait for further instructions.  If it is 
determined that we should evacuate, the highway patrol would take over the 
roads/highways and would not let anyone drive INTO the area. Therefore, it is 
imperative that you know where to meet your children. Please read this 
thoroughly and make sure you and your spouse have copies in your cars at all 
times. 
The teachers and their assistants are instructed to load children into their cars for 
evacuation. 

Our School is located in Zone H. This is important information since zones 
may be told to do different things (stay indoors, evacuate, etc.) Our 
Reception centers for Zone H is: 1) South Iredell High School. 

Evacuation Route 

Go north on I-77 to exit 45. Go west on this exit (following signs) to get to the 
schools. 

This information is not intended to alarm you. Instead, it is intended to make you 
feel comfortable that we are prepared for this emergency.
